2.  North Carolina Virtual Public School (NCVPS)- No Cost: First Time Credit 
Heritage High School, (June 18 – August 10), Registration begins May 7 (June 22 is last day to add a course!)  Pick up username and passwords from Student Services June 4 – 7.  See specific guidelines below for NCVPS enrollment:
WCPSS Considerations for NCVPS Summer Study:

· First time credit will be approved on a limited basis during the summer, and only after consultation with the school counselor and approval of the principal. These opportunities should support the specific graduation plan for the student.
· The course is not offered at the student’s base school (Heritage High School).
· Although it is not explicitly prohibited, if a student does not need two courses to get back on grade-level cohort, summer courses should be limited to one course as recommended by the NCVPS Summer Guide.

· Rising 9th grade students wishing to take online courses must secure high school permission through the completion of the NCVPS Course Enrollment Form, to be signed by the high school principal. These students will take the EOC, NCFE, or CTE Post-Assessments at their high school. These requests will be approved by principals on a limited basis according to individual student circumstances.

· GradPoint should be used as the primary option for credit recovery. NCVPS should be used for credit recovery only in extenuating circumstances AND with district approval.
· Must have passed all previous NCVPS courses taken
· Be self-motivated and an independent learner

· Be computer literate and have easy access to computers and internet

Graduating this summer?    
WCPSS Summer Graduation is scheduled for Wednesday, August 15, 7:00pm at Enloe High School, 128 Clarendon Crescent, Raleigh 27610.  There will be a reception for HHS graduates at a specified location (tbd) immediately following the ceremony, where graduates will receive their diploma.

All graduating seniors must see Ms. Williams before being cleared for graduation (verification of credits/courses, zero balance for fees/fines, completion of graduate intention survey).
This is a district ceremony that includes all summer graduates from every high school.  Each graduate will be provided with specified number of tickets to distribute to family and guests.

Mandatory rehearsal required at 5:30pm on same day of ceremony.

Cap and gown are required along with appropriate attire.

Women should wear a simple, lightweight dress that will accommodate the graduation gown's collar.  The dress should not exceed the length of the gown.  Black or dark dress shoes are appropriate.  The shoes should not be open-toed.  Wear minimum jewelry.  NO JEANS, SHORTS, SLACKS, OR PURSES.

Men should wear a WHITE shirt and a dark long tie.  Dark dress pants (navy, black, gray, etc.) should be worn.  Shoes should be black or dark brown dress shoes. (NO top-siders, tennis shoes, boots, etc.) Suit coats may be worn, but it is not advised because it will probably be too hot under the gown.

Dresses and long pants are the appropriate attire under caps and gowns for EVERY graduation function.
